Told in the elemental beauty of Puppet
Theater, “City That Drinks the Mountain Sky” traces the path of fresh water from the Catskill

Mountains to the taps of New York City.

Through a shimmering tapestry of poetry, puppetry and evocative music, City that Drinks

the Mountain Sky brings alive the lyrical landscape of the Catskills to portray the on-going
story of the watershed and the uneasy marriage of those who need the water and those who
are trying protect it. Stunning visuals and timely wit are incorporated to illuminate the links

between humans and the processes that support us.

“Many of our shows follow things to their sources----sources both in history and in the
biosphere,” said founder Patrick Wadden. “New York City, as it is today, would not be
possible if the basic issue of water had not been addressed. Human engineering and the
ecosystem of the Catskill mountains have created an immense publicly-owned system of

reservoirs which provides the real life dramatic tension.”

Music provides the engine for for show. “The incomparable Dean Jones is the one-man
orchestra for this work and he also provides all the character voices,” said Wadden. “It’s
like watching a three-dimensional cartoon being performed live, with the sound effects man
sitting right there next to the action.”
